Working language is English, but it doesn’t need to be perfect. Important is, that your participation is active! You can find a small dictionary of Slovenian language at the end of this information pack, so you can learn some words, if you are interested. (

Participants should be between 18 and 28 years old. If you’re a bit older, this also won’t be a problem. 

Have on mind that all the participants are coming from different cultural and mentality area, so you need to be tolerant, friendly and non-discriminating. You will have the opportunity to make new friendships, gain new skills and maybe discover something new about yourself also. Therefore it is highly desirable friendly and active atmosphere in the days of exchange. 


During the intercultural evening you will have possibility to promote traditional food and drinks from your country, introduce special ritual if it is connected. You can also present traditional sweets and food from your region. Things that you’re going to bring with you should be something typical, which would give us some idea about your culture (flags, music, special dances and songs…).


· TRAVEL

Unfortunately we can not cover travel expenses of participants, therefore, the choice of means of transport is completely up to you. If you decide to come by train or by bus, we can come to pick you up at the main train/bus station in Ljubljana. If you come by plane, we can wait for you at Ljubljana’s airport Jože Pučnik. It is also a chance (probably the cheapest way) to come by car. In this case we can give you detailed information how to get to the final destination (address and instructions on how to get there). If you need any information about travel and transport, let us know and we will try to help you.

Please don’t forget to tell us your precise arrival date and time in Ljubljana or if travelling by car, in Brezovica (The church in the frontpage is near the place we will be living in).
· ACCOMMODATION

Accommodation is modest, which is consistent with the program of the exchange. For accommodation in house in Brezovica you need a sleeping bag and armaflex to sleep on the floor. For sleeping will be provided two separate rooms. There will be toilets and 2 or 3 showers. There is also a kitchen, where our technical team will be preparing meals. 

· PARTICIPATION FEE

We were trying to minimize the costs as much as it was possible, but still there are some things in the program of exchange that we cannot cover. The participation for one participant is therefore 30€ and includes all the costs in Slovenia; accommodation (food and lodging), travel costs in Slovenia during the program and other costs of the program.
